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Jim Baker will no longer be allowed to do demonstrations at the club 
meetings.  Don’t get me wrong, he’s a great guy, but he doesn’t 
understand us modelers with mere average skills.  I watched his “How 
To Mask Stripes” seminar, and he is able to mask off complex shapes 
using only his Mk1 eyeballs, and he gets it right, and rather quickly, 
too. 
 
I showed him a picture of a Japanese fighter I was working on that has 
a lightning bolt running off the tail and down the fuselage, and he told 
me it would be simple.  When I got home and actually tried to mask the 
thing, it was impossible for me to get the shape right, let alone get it 
the same on both sides.  One hour later, I still had done nothing but 
stick tape on and peel it back off.  It was not comforting at all to realize 
that Jim would have had it masked, painted, and the finished model 
would be on his display shelf by now. 
 
I finally got the bolt masked on one side, and luckily the Hasegawa 
Ki27 Nate has about 10 million rivets, so I was able to count rivets to 
position the tape on the other side.  It came out darn good, I might add. 
This is a great achievement for me, but Jim could probably have done 
it while driving to work in the morning. 
 
I was thinking of masking and painting the Hinomarus (meatballs to 
WWII vets), but worried that I’d get them out of place, so I used 
Aeromaster decals.   Trying to get them to snuggle down into those 10 
million rivets proved to be a challenge, but I was not going to give in 
this time.  After 10 applications of Micro-Sol and long sessions poking 
a pin into each rivet hole, it still didn’t look that great.  I got out the 
dreaded Solvaset, and it seems to be doing the trick.  For a week, I’ve 
been hitting these decals, and I think they are about to give up!

Here are some pictures that Chuck Krause sent me.  They were taken 
in March 2002 at Ardmore, an airfield south of Auckland that houses 
quite a number of interesting aircraft. 
 

 
This P-40 is just firing up its engine.  During WWII it flew with RAAF  

75 Squadron in New Guinea, and then No 78 at Tadji where in May 
1944 it suffered total electrical failure on takeoff.  Flying Officer Geoff  
Giles returned to the field and bellied it in, where the damage was 
sufficient to have it reduced to spares.  And there it sat until the early 
70's when it was brought out of the jungle, but actual restoration didn't 
begin until the 90's.  It has been fully and accurately restored, down to 
working machine guns. 
 

 
The Wildcat was shipped over from the US by the Commemorative Air 
Force to participate in Warbirds at Wanaka, the major biannual air 
show in the Southern Hemisphere. 
 

 
The DC-3 is nicknamed "WarBird" and is in the markings of a C-47 
flown by Rex Daniell, a New Zealander, over Normandy on D-Day.  It 
presently flies weekend sightseeing flights over Auckland.  This plane 
has spent all it's life since manufacture in the Pacific. 
 

 
The Catalina previously flew charter flights over the Nile in Egypt, with 
a passenger compartment behind the pilots and a custom interior at 
the blisters.  Markings are of a NZ Catalina from WWII, although all the  
originals were PBY-5's (seaplanes).
